BEHAVIOUR POLICY

Behaviour for Learning (BFL) at Great Barr School

The School is adopting the following Behaviour Policy with effect from September 2007.

The policy has been devised by a working party of staff at the School and is based on good practice seen in other schools, on research and on what staff who deal with pupils on a day to day basis feel will work in the specific context of our School.

We have undertaken consultation with staff and parents/carers, and the policy has been fully supported.
Aims of BFL:
· To provide a safe, calm and purposeful climate for effective teaching and learning.

· To promote good relationships and respect between pupils and adults so everyone can work together in promoting a community of mature learners.

· To develop emotional security which all students need to become effective learners and to participate fully and happily in school life.

· To promote the development of responsible citizens and the reputation of Great Barr School. 

· To support the aims of ‘Every Child Matters’.
Making BFL Work: 
· The child must know that s/he is not disliked and you care about their wellbeing.

· Sanctions work best when they are linked to giving the child responsibility for the consequence of their actions. 

· Sanctions should always be reviewed.

· Tell the child in advance what the sanction is 

· Don’t humiliate a child.
· Remain in control of your emotions

· Never threaten a sanction that you will not carry out.

· Be disappointed in the behaviour. 
BEHAVIOUR FOR LEARNING:
· BFL is a whole school discipline policy that covers all aspects of school life:
· In The Classroom
· Around School
· Towards The Individual
· In The Community
· All sanctions/consequences are given through a central school system. 
BFL in the Classroom:
· First misbehaviour……Verbal warning C1

· Second misbehaviour……Verbal warning C2

· Third misbehaviour……Detention C3 for 30 min

· Fourth misbehaviour……C4, use a ‘good neighbour‘ when possible (C3 detention followed up at end of lesson) or if not possible or misbehaviour continues with neighbour….Isolation C4 Pupil is collected from the classroom by LG on radio patrol.

C4 - Isolation:
· Pupils taken to isolation during a lesson will remain in isolation until the end of the same lesson unless Head of House (HoH) or Leadership Group member (LG) believe there is a need to isolate for rest of day for safety or exclusion reasons.

· Staff to get C4i referral to HoH by end of day or next morning 8.30 am.

· Pupils to go in isolation for full day as soon as possible following a C5 incident. 
STAFF REMEMBER…
· To make clear that a consequence is being given

· If a pupil is on a C3 and is sent from the classroom, that removal to another class is C4 and whilst removal to the isolation room is also C4
· Consequences are written on a sheet provided

· Any pupil caught changing the consequences will go to isolation

· When a consequence is given it should not be cancelled

· Pupils should only be sent to stand outside classrooms to “cool down” for no more than a few minutes

· Behaviour management in the classroom at Great Barr must focus on building positive relationships.

· Classroom management techniques will be outlined in a Form Tutor handbook to support the promotion of a mature and happy learning atmosphere.
BFL around the School:
· There are no warnings for misbehaviour around the school. C3 (1/2 hr house detention) is given for:
· Deliberate serious disturbance on the corridor 

· Refusal to follow staff instructions

· Repeated/persistent lateness to lessons (House C3)

· Persistent failure to wear correct school uniform (House C3)

· Being in the wrong playground

· Repeated pushing or pushing in when queuing
· Leaving dining room without permission

· Leaving dining room with food (except prefects going to duty)

These are prime examples, there may be others.

BFL towards the individual:
· Bullying (verbal abuse, swearing at another pupil) can receive a warning at C3, C4, or exclusion

· Verbal abuse towards a member of staff will result in exclusion
· Any pupil carrying objects considered by the School to be inappropriate (knife, drugs, laser pen, weapons) will be excluded.  In almost all cases, this will  become permanent.
· Any pupil setting off a fire alarm or abusing fire-safety equipment will be excluded.  This may lead to permanent exclusion.
· Fighting can result in exclusion.
Language:
· If staff hear bad language directed at them or about them, the student must be removed from the classroom using a C4 
· If pupils are using bad language between themselves, a C1, C2 or C3 can be given

· A pupil deliberately shouting bad language across the classroom so other pupils can hear will receive a C3, C4 
· Any form of verbal aggression towards a member of staff must always be dealt with
· Pupils swearing should always be an issue and consequences should be given

· Even if whispered to another pupil

· Loud enough to be heard…. Loud enough to be punished

Remember:
· Pupils are not stupid but can act in a stupid way

· Staff should always behave with the integrity of their profession

· All rules in Great Barr are based on common sense

Detentions:
· Stage 1 - C3 is given by the class teacher in planner for earliest possible department 30 min detention (Monday or Wednesday). Departments will run a bi-weekly rota, with small departments teaming up for these purposes.
· Stage 2 - 30 min House detention for C3 offenders outside the classroom, and 60min (on Fridays) for students not complying with Stage 1.  These may need to be in each hall with a rota including tutors, HoH and LG. 

· This should ensure the sanction takes place within the week but requires meeting day to change from Wednesday to Tuesday.

· Whole class detentions are UNACCEPTABLE except in exceptional circumstances.
Missing a Stage 2 House Detention:
· If a pupil is absent on the day of their 30 min or 1 hr house detention they will do the detention on the first day back to school.  They will not necessarily be reminded by staff.  It is the pupil’s responsibility to remember.

· If a pupil does not turn up for detention, they will be placed in isolation the next day.
Praise:
· In all classrooms, pupils should feel comfortable and not threatened

· In all classrooms, there must be twice as much praise as there are consequences

· Merits and postcards will continue to be given as per the Rewards Policy

· Certificates and prize draws for pupils with no C3s.

· HoH will, every half term, put on year notice boards the achievements of all pupils in the house group.

· Subject staff issue merits in pupil planners.

· Departments to use their own praise systems in addition.
Additions to current rewards
· If a pupil gets no C3s in a half-term, their name is to be entered into a prize draw at a celebration event.

· This is a reward for the pupils who are working hard and making the most of their talents. 

· This is in addition to Awards assemblies which celebrate achievement and effort in the different subject areas.
Lateness to School:
· Pupils arriving late to school will report to their tutor group/assembly before registration closes, or to their house office if arriving once Period 1 has begun.

· Pupils arriving late will have a 10 minute consultation with tutor after school on the same day.

· Head and Assistant Head of House will check for persistent lateness.

· Parents of pupils who are persistently late will be contacted.
Exclusions:
Excluded pupils should not return to school until contact has been made with their parents.  A meeting should be held, ideally before their return, or within a week of the exclusion if this is not possible.
Behaviour for Learning:
· C1 and C2: warnings (written on the board or laminated sheet)

· C3: detention after school

· C4: use of neighbour – sent with work or
· C4: isolation for rest of lesson .

· Both result in a full day in isolation room on next available day.

· Serious offences will lead to isolation, fixed term or permanent exclusions.
Examples of Misbehaviour in the Classroom:
· The following forms of misbehaviour will receive C1, C2 or C3 (this is not a finite list):

· Not lining up before lesson

· Talking out of turn

· Eating, drinking or chewing

· Wearing hat or coat etc (outdoor clothing) in school.

· Not bringing the necessary equipment, kit or homework after a reminder

· Not bringing their planner

· Calling out (not putting hand up)

· Disrespect to others

· Leaving seat without permission

· The following forms of misbehaviour will receive a C3 (again, this is not a finite list):

· Disobedience/defiance

· Answering back

· Dangerous behaviour

· Truancy from lessons/from school

· Lateness to lessons without a note.  Teachers must give a note if a student leaves them late.
· Any use of a mobile phone during the school day (especially in class or exam room)

Examples of Misbehaviour Around School:

· The following forms of misbehaviour will receive a C3 (again, this is not a finite list):

· Running/shouting in corridors 

· Behaviour which endangers others themselves or others
· Dropping litter

· Refusal to take off caps/coats or outdoor clothing in building

· Truancy

· Swearing

· Eating/drinking/chewing

· Using wrong entrance/exit to school site 
· Support staff can issue a C3 warning for these behaviours or refer the matter on.
Examples of Misbehaviour on the way to or from School:
It is in the interests of all staff, pupils and parents to promote and maintain our good reputation in the community.

· The following behaviours will result in a C3, Isolation (C4) or exclusion (this is not a finite list):

· Bringing school into disrepute through fighting, vandalism, any complaints from public, abusive behaviour etc.
· Persistent offending

· Dangerous, antisocial behaviour

· Drugs/alcohol
· Bullying

· Violence

· Theft

· Smoking

· Damage to school property

· Racism/sexism 

Intruders:
· Any pupil seen talking/encouraging a stranger to stay on site could be excluded.

· Any pupil letting a stranger into school or giving them any “information” will receive an exclusion, a Governors’ warning or be permanently excluded.

Computers and Mobile Phones:
· Downloading inappropriate material from the internet will result in a ban and possible exclusion

· User name account abuse will receive a C3

· Computer vandalism will be C3 (minor), C4, or exclusion
· Pupils in chat rooms during lessons will receive a C3

· Pupils on the internet when they should be working will receive a C1, C2 or C3

· Any pupil using their mobile phone in school will have the phone confiscated

· Pupils refusing to comply will have phone confiscated by LG on ‘radio duty’ until parents can collect it.

This is not a finite list.
Across Department Rules:
· All pupils to arrive at all lessons ready to work with the correct equipment and attitude

· Pupils must always have consideration for the learning ethos in the classroom and never interfere, under any circumstances, with another pupils’ learning

· All pupils must try their best at all practical, written or oral work, in all lessons

· There must never be any interruption of pupils’ work by teasing or nastiness in any lesson

· Lessons should be seen as an opportunity for improvement and therefore pupils should never act in a silly, aggressive or uncooperative manner

AND PLEASE REMEMBER:
· Behaviour for learning is part of our school ethos because it helps all people, staff and pupils of Great Barr, to feel happier and work harder.

· If at any time you feel that you do not understand any of the rules or feel they are unfair, do speak to a member of staff.
Organisation for learning:
Attention to these 6 areas will ensure you maximise your potential:
· Planner

· Study skills

· Homework

· Equipment and kit

· Target setting and Review

· Uniform
