If you are receiving any of the following:

Income Support

Income Based JSA

An income related Employment and Support Allowance

Support under part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

The Guarantee element of State Pension Credit

Child Tax Credit ONLY (and not Working Tax Credit)  and your annual income is
less than £16,190 as calculated by the Inland Reven ue.

You may qualify for your child/children to receive free school meals. In this current eco-
nomic climate many more families have come forward to claim free school meals for their
children. Even if your child chooses to bring thei r own lunch it is worth applying for this
benefit if you are entitled to it, as it may entitl e you to further assistance. The school will re-
ceive additional funding for all students entitled to a free school meal so, by applying you
are helping to provide additional funds to support the school.

Shirt Plain white with collar, suitable for wearing a tie, neatly tucked into the trousers.
Trousers Black, normal school type.
Tie House Clip-on Tie - may be purchased from the School or from a local supplier
Blazer Black with school badge.
Shoes Plain black leather. Trainer type shoes or shoes with coloured piping, white soles, sports logos, materi-
als such as suede or plastic etc. are not acceptable
Socks Black, plain only.
Pullover Plain black V —neck and low enough to show shirt collar and tie. (No cardigans or sleeveless pullovers.)

GIRLS’ UNIFORM

Shirt

Plain white shirt — with collar suitable for wearing a tie - tucked into the skirt.

Skirt/Trousers

Black, normal school type of suitable length. A skirt guide is available from the School on request.
Trousers — Black school type, neither flared nor fashion.

Pullover Plain black V -neck and low enough to show shirt collar and tie (no cardigans or sleeveless jumpers)
Tie Official House tie - to be purchased from the School on request.

Blazer Black with school badge. Badges can be obtained from the School.

Shoes Black, suitable for school, low heeled, filled in back and front. Canvas shoes /trainers or boots are

not permitted.

Socks or Tights

White socks may be worn. Alternatively, tights, coloured black, grey, fawn or neutral may be worn.

Jewellery Single stud earrings, one for each ear, a wristwatch and a small plain ring may be worn. No other
jewellery is permitted. All jewellery must be removed in P.E. Pupils with recently pierced ears will be
required to remove earrings for PE

Nail Varnish No nail varnish.

Make-Up No make-up may be worn, except by 10th and 11th Years, provided it is used to enhance their ap-
pearance and is discreet.
